Course Description
The purpose of the AP European History course is to develop greater understanding of the development of modern Europe, from 1450 to the present. This understanding is advanced through a combination of selective factual knowledge and appropriate analytical skills. The course emphasizes relevant factual knowledge deployed in conjunction with leading interpretive issues and types of historical evidence. Periodization, explicitly discussed, forms the organizing principle for dealing with change and continuity throughout the course. Specific themes provide further organization to the course, along with the consistent attention to contacts among societies that form the core of world history as a field of study. 
Most universities offer between 3-6 college credits for Western Civilizations or European History depending on what qualifying score you earn – check out USF AP score credit equivalents: http://ugs.usf.edu/credit-by-exam/?page=exam&exam=AP
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Periodization
AP European History is structured around the investigation of 4 chronological periods:

Each of these periods will be explored both on its own terms, and in comparison with the other time periods. The reasoning behind the specific dates for each period will be an ongoing topic of discussion and analysis.
Themes
AP European History highlights five overarching themes that should receive approximately equal attention throughout the course:

1. Interaction of Europe and the World.

2. Poverty and Prosperity.

3. Objective Knowledge and Subjective Visions.

4. States and Other Institutions of Power.

5. Individual and Society.
The themes serve throughout the course as unifying threads, helping students to put what is particular about each period or society into a larger framework.

Grades:

Grades will be based upon the following:

1. Notecards (vocab and people)( 10% (you may be able to use these on quizzes)
2. Unit Tests, Reading Content Quizzes ( 35%
a. tests are always eligible for test repair but of course, they will be harder and you only get to retry once per unit.
3. Writing (DBQs, LEQs, SAQs) ( 35%

a. Essays may be re-written within one week if they score less than 80%.
4. Focused Notes (20% (notes can be used on quizzes so wouldn’t you want to take them and also, you’re not freshmen anymore so you either are going to take notes to be successful or not. I’ll do random notebook checks. But like, you get to use notes on quizzes, so I’d take notes.
