Welcome to Reading for College Success!
This course focuses on providing students with small group reading and fluency instruction through deep analysis of text, practicing of various reading comprehension and writing techniques to enhance cross-curricular skills, and improving collaboration with peers on partner and group assignments, as well as aiding students in preparing for the Florida Standards Assessment (FSA) in reading and writing. It supports students not only in English Language Arts but other courses that require higher order thinking skills for future academic and personal success. In addition, students will learn to decode, analyze, and express themselves verbally and in writing. This course is aligned with Florida Standards and Pinellas County's Grade Level Expectations. Lessons are infused with strategies which will help students to be successful in all classes and future academic and personal success.

Student Expectations:

Student Conduct:
Students will conduct themselves in accordance with the classroom rules. The teacher will use Restorative Practices to build a culture of community and enhance the learning environment.

All cell phones and electronic devices are to be off and out of sight during the school day. Putting your phone on
 “ vib ra te” is not co nsid ered turning it o ff. In accordance with school policy, if a phone or electronic device is seen, a referral will be issued. 
Tardiness:
The Boca Ciega tardy policy will be enforced. 
Attendance & Make up Policy:
Attendance is extremely important as students will attend this course 2-3 times a week on our Block schedule; one absence can cause students to fall behind. Students must make arrangements to make up missing work when they return from an absence. If you miss any work due to an absence you must make arrangements to make up that work when you return. Some assignments may not be available for make-up.

Students should strive to complete all assignments on time. Students must make arrangements to complete assignments 1 week before the end of the grading period. Some assignments may not be available for late completion.
