Course Description:  A select group of students were placed in periods 5 to receive intensive training in Drill and Ceremonies. These students will be the forefront so to speak in representing our JROTC program in all our Drill competitions this year. This class will enable the instructors to spend extra time with those students to ensure they are proficient in Unarmed and Armed Drill. These skills will include: Color Guards, Flag Details, Firing Party, School Escorts, Exhibition and High Visibility Events in the community; the select cadets will set the example when conducting Drill and Ceremony and when wearing the Army Service Uniform.

Grading:  Students may receive an overall weekly grade of 100 points based on the following. 
a. Drill proficiency grade weekly (25 point scale).

b.  Classroom participation grade weekly (25 point scale).

c.  Discipline/Leadership grade weekly (25 point scale).

d.  Proper attire for drill practice weekly (25 point scale).

Expectations:   Students accepted into period 5  drill class must demonstrate high standards of appearance, discipline, and leadership. You must be standing in formation 10 minutes after the tardy bell has rung. This gives your son/daughter more than enough time to get ready for class. You will also be assigned at least one Drill and Ceremony Command Sheet to memorize.  Students entering this class who show lack of effort in class will be subject to demotion, reassignment of duties, and potential dismissal from the program.  
Cadet Responsibility:  It is your responsibility to be in assigned uniform.  Cadets must wear clothing appropriate for drill practice.  NO sandals or opened toes shoes are allowed for this class.  You will receive a Zero if you are not dressed out.  It is also your responsibility to have valid proof of student insurance.  If the student is sick or injured and can’t participate in practice.  Then you must have an email or note from a parent, the school nurse or a doctor. 
Drill Training:  is Posted on the monthly Calendar  Drill Training is a required part of the curriculum, students who do not participate in Drill training will receive a zero for the day, which will reflect on your weekly grade. Drill Team practice will be held after school on Blue Days from 2:15pm till 3:30pm
